2) ___ The narrative must be 4-6 pages in length.
3) ___ Your narrative must be written in first person present tense.
4) ___ The narrative should be anchored in something with which you have had an enormous amount of personal experience.
5) ___ Your narrator must be based on you—but not exactly. In other words, you can take license here. Explain: 
6) ___ Your narrator must begin his/her/its story by contemplating something. Explain: 
7) ___ At some point in the narrative, your narrator must be distracted from the story at hand by something he/she/it happens to notice. Explain: 
8) ___ One character must be based on someone you know who you hope you never become and this character must be described in detail.   Explain: 
9) ___ One character must make a mistake that impacts others in a negative way. Explain:
10) ___ One character must give/have given the narrator a piece of unwanted advice. Explain: 
11) ___ Your narrative must have a clearly defined setting that is described using all 5 senses. Explain:
12) ___ You must have a minimum of 5 references to lighting and weather. (LIGHT 1-5) 
13) ___ You must make a minimum of 5 references to body language—facial expressions do not count. (BL 1-5) 

14) ___ The title of your narrative must be a play on words. Explain: 
15) ___ The story must end with someone or something making a decision.
